RECEPTION PLANNING SHEET

RECEPTION CONTACT PERSON:  

Who will be our liaison at the reception so that we know when to move to the next event? (examples: Best Man, Mother of the Bride)     _________________________

Sound system: Will your wedding party need amplification provided by us (for example, for toasts) or will the reception facility provide this?

Announcing the Wedding Party:  If you wish to have the wedding party announced as they enter, please provide a list of the participants (phonetically spelled if possible) and the order in which they are to be announced.

Blessing:  Will there be a meal blessing, if so, by whom, and do you wish us to announce this?

Toasts:  Will there be toasts, if so, by whom, and do you wish us to announce this?

First Dance:  Will you be doing a “First Dance”?  See the Wedding Checklist to indicate what music you wish played to your first dance.

Father Daughter Dance:  Will you be doing a “Father-Daughter Dance”?  See the checklist to indicate what music you wish played.  Will “Mother-Son” join in?  Will there be a “Wedding Party” dance?   Will (and when will) others be invited to join in?  
Other types of Dances:  Please let us know if you will be doing a “Dollar Dance” or “Anniversary Dance” (couples are eliminated by number of years married until the couple married the longest is left), or other special dances?  If so, please let us know what you would like played.

Band Breaks/Other Music: Do you wish music to be played during Band breaks?  If so, please discuss with us.  Do you wish to do special group dances such as the Chicken dance or Electric slide? (available only on CD)

Other typical events;  Please let us know if and when you will be doing these activities during your reception:

· Cutting the cake

· Throwing the bouquet

· Removing and throwing the garter (and will the man who catches the garter put it on the leg of the woman who catches the bouquet?)
· Farewell Dance or other Send-off
